The Life Path Periods/Stages
1 Life Path Period
Early years: The lesson in this time of your life is to follow directions and absorb knowledge from others. This may be tough as you have a strong desire to be the leader. You are creative, aggressive, self-confident, independent and innovative in your thinking and could achieve early success.

4 Life Path Period

7 Life Path Period

9 Life Path Period
